Viewing: Presentation boards will stay up for viewing during the day.

Presentation Guidelines: 
* Teacher should be an active member of the AAFCS.

· Teachers are encouraged to enter a best practices poster presentation that will be shared with those attending the conference.

· A table will be provided for each participant.
· The presentation should illustrate the best practice in a professional manner.

· The presentation should be neat and easy to read.

· Information in the presentation should be well documented.
· Specific goals and intended outcomes of this teaching idea should be identified and are important and relevant for a family and consumer program
· The best practice should be easily modified and replicated for other Family and Consumer Sciences teachers.

· The poster presentation should be creative, innovative and include “cutting-edge techniques.
· The best practice should have a new and unique twist.
· There should be evidence that resources have been creatively utilized.
· Family and Consumer Sciences principles are clearly interwoven within the best practice.
· The practice should stimulate critical thinking and growth of students as well as be challenging.
· Examples of how the best practice helps students to achieve should be shown.

· The poster presentation can include any materials that the teacher feels will help to best describe the teaching practice (see format above). 
· Each teacher should come prepared to answer questions about their presentation.

· Judging will be completed using the attached criteria.
